Avoidance and loss of confidence are two of the consequences of anxiety. Since 

acute tension is so unpleasant, the natural reaction is to avoid whatever causes 

it. Avoidance can take the form of never confronting a situation, or only facing it 

while using a prop, such as drugs or alcohol, in order to minimize discomfort. 

This only serves to reduce one’s confidence even further, and the problem 

worsens. A classic example of avoidance is an increasing reluctance to leave the 

home, which can develop into agoraphobia.  

Even when a situation is not wholly avoided, the anxious person might face it 

for only a very short time, or might avoid the worst parts. For example, a man 

with a social phobia might attend a party but avoid conversation. By doing so, he 

does not learn his anxiety will subside if he perseveres in facing the fear.

Groups can be defined social psychologically in different ways that emphasize 

different aspects of groups. These different emphases include interpersonal 

interaction, interdependence, shared goal and need satisfaction, role and norm 

structured behavior, mutual influence, and a shared perception of belonging to a 

group. The early emergence of social identity theory in the 1970s rested upon this 

last aspect and viewed intergroup relations as an additional indispensable feature of 

groups. Groups almost always exist and conduct themselves in the context of and in 

interaction with outgroups. Furthermore, groups provide people with a shared social 

identity that configures their self-concept. 

Social identity theory defined a group as a collection of people who categorize 

themselves as belonging to the same social category and internalize the category’s 

social identity―defining attributes to define and evaluate themselves―attributes 

that capture and accentuate intragroup similarities and intergroup differences. 

Other aspects of group and intergroup behavior are contingent on social 

identification, and are generated by the process of social categorization of self and 

others as ingroup and outgroup members.
